The bus itself is in desperate need 

of modernisation not only to  

engage its audience but to  

improve accessibility for all. The 

refurbishment will also ensure this 

valuable asset can continue to 

make a positive impact on the 

Geelong and Surf Coast  

community.  

 

The Geelong Community  

Foundation will receive the  

remaining funds. GCF exists to 

make a lasting difference to  

people in the Geelong Region. 

They are able to help projects like 

the Surfer Bus by using these  

donations as capital to build a 

perpetual and substantial fund for 

philanthropic purposes, with the 

income from this capital used to 

make local community grants.
